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REGISTRATION AND PAYMENT SCHEDULE 
Registra tion Fee Ð A $25 per family reg istra tion fee is due a t time of reg istra tion. 
 
Camp Deposit Ð A deposit is needed  to reserve a  spot for your c amper. This deposit is app lied  towa rd  the weekly fee. 
Deposits w ill only hold  your spot until 6 p .m. on the Wednesday p rior to  the week your c amper is enro lled . Deposits w ill be 
forfe ited  a fter this time. Deposits a re not refundab le and  w ill not be transferred  to another week. 
 
Payment of Camp Fees Ð Payments a re due by 6 p .m. the Wednesday p rior to  the week your c amper a ttends c amp . A la te 
fee of $10 per family w ill be assessed  on payment rec eived  a fter tha t time. (Provided  there is an open spac e in c amp .) 
Payment c an be made by: Cash, Chec k, Master Ca rd , Disc over, or Visa . Day Camp ra tios and  supp lies a re p lanned  
ac c ord ing  to enro llment; therefore, there a re no refunds or c red its g iven. 
 
Past Due Ac c ounts Ð Any pa rent/ gua rd ian owing  a  past due ba lanc e may not c ontinue to reg ister their c amper/ c ampers 
for add itiona l weeks of Day Camp, or other YMCA p rograms until their ac c ount ba lanc e have been pa id  in full. 
 
Returned Chec ks Ð There w ill be a  $25 c ha rge for eac h time a  c hec k is returned . 
 
Absenc e/ Cred its/ Refunds Ð When you enro ll for a  c amp  eac h week, you a re reserving  the time, spac e, sta ff and  p rovisions 
(whic h a re purc hased  in advanc e) for your c hild  whether he a ttends or not. Absenc es w ill not be deduc ted  from your feeÑ
unless in the event of a  serious illness and / or family emergenc y where refunds or c red its for fees (exc lud ing  deposits) may be 
issued .  Refund  requests must be made in writing  w ithin 10 days of c anc ella tion.  Refund  requests should  be d irec ted  to the 
YMCA b illing  depa rtment. Proc essing  may take between 4-6 weeks. 
 
Canc ella tions/ Changes Ð All c anc ella tions and  c hanges must be done in writing  72 hours before the sc heduled  session a t 
the member servic es desk.  If you need  to c anc el your c hildÕs reserva tion a t c amp , p lease notify the YMCA as soon as 
possib le.  The deposit for the c anc elled  session is non-refundab le and  non-transferab le.

Program Information &  Procedures 
Proc edure to Ac c ep t and  Release Campers: 
Camp Sign In Ð Whether itÕs a  first time c amper or returning  veteran, a rriva l a t c amp  c an be a  time of app rehension, 
exc itement, and  wonder. Upon a rriva l you w ill be g reeted  and  d irec ted  to the c hec k in a rea . Please do not leave your 
c hild  until they has been signed  in. 
 
Camp Sign Out Ð When the c amp  day ends, c ampers should  be p ic ked  up  p romp tly. Please sign your c hild  out and  have 
your p ic ture ID ready.  Without a  p ic ture ID, we w ill not be ab le to  re lease your c hild . Adults not listed  on the reg istra tion 
form, not authorized  in writing  by a  pa rent, or w ithout p roper identific a tion w ill not be permitted  to remove a  c hild  from any 
YMCA Day Camp. Another designa ted  adult may be added  by notifying  the c amp  d irec tor in writing  a t least one day 
before authoriza tion is to  be g iven for tha t c amperÕs release to tha t adult. It w ill be the pa rentÕs responsib ility to  inform a ll 
adults of the p ic ture identific a tion requirement.   
 
Points to remember: 

¥ Sign in and  sign out your c hild  every day. 
¥ Bring  a  p ic ture ID to sign out your c hild . This ID must be a  d riverÕs lic ense or sta te ID. Work badges and  YMCA 

membership  c a rds w ill not be ac c ep ted . Your ID must be shown every time a  c amper is to  be re leased-no ma tter 
how familia r the c ounselors bec ome with pa rents. Your c hild  w ill only be re leased  to those adults to  whom you 
have authorized  in writing .  
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PROGRAM INFORMATION & PROCEDURES, CONTINUED 
Late p ic k up fees Ð Our After Ca re p rogram ends a t 6 p .m. It is your responsib ility to  have your c hild  p ic ked  up  by this time. If 
your c hild  has not been p ic ked  up  by 6 p .m. and  you have not c ontac ted  us: 
 
YMCA sta ff w ill c ontac t the a lterna tive adults on the c hildÕs Emergenc y Ca rd / file  to  c ome p ic k up  the c hild . 
If there has not been a  p lan for p ic k up  by 6:45 p .m., the loc a l po lic e or c hild renÕs servic e agenc y w ill be c a lled . 
You w ill be expec ted  to pay $1 per minute for the first 10 minutes and  $2 per minute a fter tha t for the time the c hild  rema ins 
in c amp  a fter 6 p .m.  The fee is payab le upon a rriva l. If payment is not made, the fee w ill be added  to the next b ill a long  
w ith an add itiona l $5 p roc essing  c ha rge. 
 
Drop -ins a re not permitted . Camp  reg istra tion must be c omp leted  no less than one week in advanc e. Only the Day Camp 
Direc tor may make an exc ep tion. 
 

 
PARENT VISITATION 
Any c ustod ia l pa rent, or gua rd ian of a  c hild  enro lled  in our p rogram sha ll be permitted  ac c ess to the c amp  during  its hours 
of opera tion for the purposes of c ontac ting  their c hild ren, eva lua ting  the c a re p rovided  by the c amp , or eva lua ting  the 
c ampsite. Upon entering  the p remises, the c ustod ia l pa rent, or gua rd ian sha ll notify the c amp  d irec tor of his/ her p resenc e. 
 
Sepa ra ted  Pa rent: If pa rents a re sepa ra ted , but not lega lly d ivorc ed  the YMCA c annot deny ac c ess to a  c hild  by either 
pa rent. If one pa rent is c onc erned  about the sa fety of the c hild  when the c hild  is w ith the non-c ustod ia l pa rent, ac tion 
should  be taken through the c ourt system. Without lega l doc umenta tion the YMCA sta ff w ill not p revent ac c ess to the c hild  
by either pa rent. 
 
Divorc ed  Pa rent: In c ases of d ivorc e, e ither pa rent may p ic k up  a  c hild  unless a  c ourt order ind ic a tes lim ited  visita tion or no 
visita tion. If pa rents a re in the p roc ess of sepa ra tion of d ivorc e while the c hild  is in YMCA c a re, every a ttemp t should  be 
made to keep  c amp  sta ff members upda ted  on issues a ffec ting  a  c hildÕs c ustody or emotiona l well-being . Custody 
agreements must be kep t on file  a t the c amp  offic e. 
 
Gua rd ianship : If a  lega l gua rd ian ra ther than a  pa rent enro lls a  c hild , a  c opy of a ll app rop ria te lega l paperwork must be on 
file  a t the c ampsite. This is espec ia lly c ritic a l if na tura l pa rents have no c ustod ia l or visita tion rights.     
 

 
WHAT TO BRING FROM HOME 

¥ Be sure to d ress for the wea ther and  label a ll belong ings. A sturdy bac kpac k for belong ings is rec ommended . 
¥ Non perishab le lunc h, w ith a  beverage, and  an a fternoon snac k. No g lass c onta iners a re a llowed  and  c ampers do 

not have ac c ess to a  mic rowave or refrigera tor 
¥ Swim suit and  ba th or beac h towel. Labeled  w ith c amperÕs first and  last name. 
¥ Extra  c lothes (T- shirt, shorts, and  shoes) highly rec ommended  for c hild ren 6 and  younger. 
¥ Closed -toed  shoes. Manda tory. No open toed  shoes or sanda ls a re permitted  for sa fety reasons. 
¥ Leak p roof, non-b reakab le wa ter bottle labeled  w ith c amperÕs first and  last name. 

 
WHAT TO LEAVE AT HOME 

¥ Gum, c andy, and  a ll toys! 
¥ All e lec tronic  games, Wa lkman, or portab le CD p layers 
¥ Any type of c a rds: mag ic , trad ing , Pokemon, etc . 
¥ Poc ket knives/ weapons 
¥ Expensive items 
¥ Cell phones and  pagers 
¥ Fireworks (firec rac ker, spa rklers, etc .) 
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FIELD TRIPS 
Weekly c a lenda rs a re posted  and  ava ilab le for p ic k up  a t eac h b ranc h to inform pa rents of the c amps weekly ac tivities 
and  fie ld  trips. Please note tha t due to c anc ella tions or wea ther c ond itions etc ., trips and  sc hedules c an c hange. All 
c ampers w ill a ttend  fie ld  trips. There a re oc c asions tha t c ampers w ill have to a rrive ea rly or w ill return la te from field  trips; 
these c hanges w ill be ind ic a ted  on the weekly c a lenda r. If buses w ill be unexpec ted ly a rriving  la te, the head  c ounselor w ill 
notify the c amp  d irec tor and  YMCA as soon as possib le. The fie ld  trip  permission form must be c omp leted  and  on file  for 
your c amper to  a ttend  fie ld  trips. 
 
Day Camp T-shirts Ð Upon the c omp letion and  return of the pa rent and  reg istra tion manua l, the YMCA will p rovide a  c amp  
T-shirt for sa fety reasons; your c hild  must wea r this shirt on a ll fie ld  trips.  
 

 
SWIMMING 
To ensure the sa fety of a ll c ampers, a  sw imming  test is required  to sw im in the deep  end  of the pool. The test w ill assess the 
ab ility to  sw im reasonab ly c omfortab le one leng th of the pool. Onc e the test has been ac c omp lished , eac h swimmer w ill 
be issued  a  wristband .  All c ampers w ill be tested  a t eac h visit to  the pool or wa terfront.  If your c hild  would  like to  sw im, 
p lease send  a  sw imsuit and  labeled  towel every day. Please note: sw imming  is op tiona l, though a lterna te ac tivities may not 
be p lanned . 
 

 
LUNCH POLICY 
YMCA Day Camp p rograms a re unab le to  p rovide c ampers w ith lunc h or snac ks. Please send  a  nutritious lunc h and  snac ks 
eac h day w ith your c amper. Camps w ill not be visiting  c onc ession stand , so p lease do not send  money w ith your c hild  
unless notified  by the c amp  leadership . 
 
Lost & Found Ð The YMCA assumes no responsib ility for lost a rtic les. Although we a ttemp t to  return a ll lost a rtic les a t the end  
of the c amp  day, p lease make every effort to  c hec k the lost and  found  a rea  eac h day before depa rting  for home. 
Bec ause of the la rge amount of a rtic les c amp  ac c umula tes anything  left behind  and  not c la imed  w ithin one week w ill be 
dona ted . Please remember to  write your c ampersÕ name on a ll o f his or her belong ings. 
 
Phone Ð If an emergenc y a rises a t home, c ampers c an rec eive a  message by c a lling  the YMCA. Campers a re not 
permitted  persona l use of pub lic  phones a t c amp . Campers a re not a llowed  to b ring  c ell phones or pagers to  c amp . 
 
Classes Ð If you reg ister your c hild  for a  YMCA c lass tha t oc c urs during  c amp  hours, UNLESS IT IS OTHERWISE NOTED BY THE 
BRANCH it is the pa rentÕs responsib ility to  make a rrangements to  get the c amper to  and  from c amp . Pa rents must sign out 
their c hild  to  take them to their c lass and  bac k in if they a re returning  to c amp . Camp sta ff is not responsib le for any missed  
c lasses. 
 
Safety and Insuranc e Ð The YMCA takes every p rec aution to ensure a  sa fe and  fun experienc e for a ll c ampers. If an 
ac c ident should  oc c ur while your c hild  is in the YMCA c amp  p rogram, p lease note tha t the YMCA does not furnish 
ac c ident insuranc e. All med ic a l b ills a re the responsib ility of the c hildÕs pa rent or gua rd ian. 
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DISCIPLINE POLICY 
The YMCA teac hes the c ore va lues of c a ring , honesty, respec t, and  responsib ility to  p romote a  hea lthy, sa fe, and  sec ure 
environment for a ll Day Camp pa rtic ipants. Campers a re expec ted  to fo llow the behavior guidelines and  to interac t 
app rop ria te ly in a  g roup  setting .  Ground  rules a re built a round  respec t for self, o thers and  YMCA p roperty. ÒTime outÓ is a  
method  often effec tive in d isc ourag ing  inapp rop ria te behavior. An FYI form w ill be sent home so pa rents a re aware of 
behavior p rob lems before a  c onferenc e may be requested . If unac c ep tab le behavior c ontinues, a  c onferenc e w ill be 
requested  w ith the pa rents. At this time the c amp  d irec tor, pa rents and  c amper w ill work together to  determine the 
app rop ria te ac tions. This may inc lude signing  a  behavior management c ontrac t. If the inapp rop ria te behavior c ontinues, 
the YMCA reserves the right to  suspend  the c hild  from the p rogram. 
 
FYI Form Ð The ÒFor Your Informa tionÓ form is designed  to g ive pa rents a  b rief and  genera l desc rip tion written report o f an 
inc ident experienc ed  by their c amper. The FYI form w ill be c omp leted  for the pa rent and  w ill be put on the sign-out tab le 
for the pa rent to  read , sign and  take a  c opy of. 
 
Removal from Program Ð YMCA sta ff works as a  team with the pa rents or gua rd ians for the best c a re p lan for your c hild .  A 
teamwork app roac h is the only way to c orrec t repea ted  inapp rop ria te behavior. Pa rentsÕ pa tienc e, support and  fo llow 
through a re not only app rec ia ted , but a lso nec essa ry. Expulsion from the p rogram will be c onsidered  in extreme situa tions. 
 
The YMCA reserves the right to  remove a  c hild  from our p rogram for any of the fo llow ing  reasons: 

¥ Fa ilure of pa rent/ gua rd ian to pay weekly fees as outlined  in the handbook. 
¥ The c hildÕs needs a re not being  met in our sma ll or la rge g roup  c amp  setting . 
¥ The c hild  is a  sa fety threa t to  himself/ herself, o ther c hild ren, or YMCA sta ff, members, or vo lunteers. This inc ludes 

behavior suc h as fighting , striking  others, b iting  and  wandering  away from the p rogram.  
¥ Using  p rofanity, vulga rity, or obsc enity frequently. 
¥ Ac ting  in a  lewd  manner. 
¥ Possession of and / or using  tobac c o, a lc ohol, illega l d rugs firec rac kers, firea rms, or exp losives.  

 

 
FIRST AID 
YMCA c amp  sta ff is c ertified  in CPR and  First Aid .  To trea t c ampers, the YMCA may only use soap , wa ter and  ic e. 
 
Medic a l Emergenc y Ð In the event tha t a  c hild  is injured , sic k or in need  of emergenc y med ic a l a ttention, the pa rent or 
gua rd ian w ill be notified  immed ia tely.  If he or she c annot be reac hed , the YMCA will notify the c ontac t person on the 
emergenc y c a rd . 
 
Insec t and Sunsc reen Polic y Ð Sunsc reen and / or bug  repellent should  be app lied  to your c hild  in the morning , p rior to  
his/ her a rriva l to  c amp .  Our c ounselors w ill ensure tha t c hild ren have p roper sunsc reen p rotec tion (p rovided  by the pa rent); 
however they may not app ly suc h lo tion to c hild ren over the age of six yea rs. For c ampers 7 yea rs and  o lder, sunsc reen w ill 
be app lied  by the c amper w ith or w ithout the help  of a  buddy and  supervised  by a  c amp  c ounselor.  
Dispensing  CamperÕs Med ic a tion Ð All YMCAÕs a re required  to rec eive, in writing  pa renta l authoriza tion to d ispense 
p resc ribed  med ic ine to c ampers. A Day Camp med ic a tion d ispense form must be filled  out p rior to  med ic ine being  
d ispensed  to c hild ren.  These forms c an be p ic ked  up  a t the sign in/ out tab le.  Pa rents must g ive med ic a tion to the 
c ounselor a t the sign in/ out tab le, in a  p resc rip tion bottle w ith pha rmac y d irec tions.  The bottle must c onta in the dosage for 
the day only.  Med ic a tions w ill be returned  eac h day a t c hec kout. The YMCA is not permitted  to d ispense non-p resc ribed  
med ic ine suc h as Tylenol, c ough med ic ine, asp irin, and  other over the c ounter med ic a tion. The Day Camp Direc tor must 
be informed  of c hild ren need ing  inha lant for asthma  or a llerg ies.  Please inc lude this informa tion on the Med ic a l Informa tion 
Form.  
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FIRST AID, CONTINUED 
Management of Communic ab le Disease Ð If a  c hild  has any of the fo llow ing  signs or symp toms of illness, he/ she sha ll be 
immed ia tely iso la ted  and  d isc ha rged  to his/ her pa rent/ gua rd ian: 

¥ Dia rrhea  
¥ Severe Coughing  
¥ Diffic ult or rap id  b rea thing  
¥ Yellow ish skin or eyes 
¥ Tempera ture of one hund red  degrees Fahrenheit, taken by the auxilia ry method  (undera rm), w ith a  c omb ina tion of 

any other sign of illness 
¥ Untrea ted  infec ted  skin pa tc hes 
¥ Unusua lly da rk urine and / or g ray or white stool 
¥ Stiff nec k 
¥ Sore throa t or d iffic ulty swa llow ing  
¥ Vomiting  
¥ Evidenc e of lic e, sc ab ies or other pa rasitic  infesta tion 
¥ Pink or runny eyes 
¥ Severe stomac h or head  pa in 

 
The c hild  w ill be iso la ted  from the g roup  and  w ill be supervised  by an adult, and  the pa rents w ill be c a lled  immed ia tely and  
asked  to p romp tly p ic k up  their c hild . If the c hild  has a  c ommunic ab le d isease, a  return note from the physic ian may be 
requested .  Upon depa rture from the c amp , pa rents/ gua rd ians w ill be notified  verba lly or by a  written sta tement tha t a  
c hild  is exhib iting  signs or symp toms of illness or has been exposed  to a  c ommunic ab le d isease. 
 

 
PARENT PARTICIPATION 
Program Evaluations Ð Eva lua tions w ill be d istributed  during  the summer Day Camp Program. Pa rents a re enc ouraged  to 
g ive the YMCA feedbac k on the p rogram. Eva lua tions may be returned  to the c ourtesy c ounter or the Day Camp Direc tor. 
 
Family Events Ð Family events a re sc heduled  throughout the summer. The YMCA enc ourages pa rtic ipa tion from a ll Day 
Camp families to  enjoy the ac tivities and  fac ilities. 
 
Parenta l Conc erns Ð The YMCA wants families to  feel c omfortab le sha ring  their c onc erns.  If you have any questions, 
c onc erns, or p rob lems w ith the YMCA Day Camp Program, p lease ta lk w ith the Day Camp Direc tor. 
 
ÒCaught you at your bestÓ Ð The YMCA Day Camp Program is a  servic e, devoted  to build ing  strong  kids.  The YMCA would  
like to  ac knowledge the sta ff and  volunteers who make a  spec ia l effort towa rd  this mission. If there is a  sta ff member who 
has been extremely help ful or has gone above and  beyond  the c a ll o f duty for your c hild  or family, p lease inform us. 
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DAY CAMP MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS 
Day Camp is a  servic e p rovided  by the YMCA to c hild ren between the ages of 3 and  17.  The YMCA p rovides its p rograms 
to a ll peop le w ithout rega rd  to rac e, sex, re lig ion, d isab ility, or other p rotec ted  c ha rac teristic . The genera l guidelines for Day 
Camp a re as fo llows: 
 
The c amper to  c ounselor ra tio  is as fo llows: 

¥ 12:1 for ages 12-17 
¥ 10:1 for ages 9-11 
¥ 8:1 for ages 6-8 
¥ 6:1 for ages 3-5 

 

 
GENERAL GUIDELINES 
All c ampers must meet the designa ted  age requirements of the c amp  for whic h they w ish to reg ister, as the p rogram is 
designed  for age app rop ria te ac tivities. 
 
All pa rtic ipants must a rrive for sc heduled  ac tivities on time or miss the g iven ac tivity. Fie ld  trips w ill not be Ômade upÕ and  
a lterna te c a re bac k a t c amp  is not ava ilab le. Camp  ac tivities w ill beg in as sc heduled . Campers must a lso be p ic ked  up  in 
a  timely manner. 
 
All pa rtic ipants must be to ilet tra ined . 
 
Pa rtic ipants must be ab le to  feed  and  d ress themselves. Assistanc e w ill be g iven to younger c hild ren (or c hild ren w ith 
spec ia l needs) for tying  shoes, and  hand ling  buttons, and  other more d iffic ult tasks.  
 
Camp  is an outdoor ac tivity and  c ampers a re expec ted  to pa rtic ipa te in c amp  ac tivities and  fie ld trips. 
 
Campers must be ab le to  c ommunic a te effec tively w ith YMCA sta ff so questions and  p rob lems c an be adequa tely 
add ressed : i.e. restroom b reaks. Campers must a lso respond  to their g iven name, for their own sa fety. 
 
 
If a  c hild  does not meet the estab lished  guidelines and  needs an exc ep tion or has spec ia l needs, on a  c ase-by-c ase basis, 
the YMCA will review whether it c an ac c ommoda te the exc ep tion or request. Whether it c an ac c ommoda te the spec ia l 
needs w ill depend  on sa fety issues (whether there w ill be a  d irec t threa t to  the hea lth or sa fety of the c hild  or others)  
and / or whether the YMCA c an p rovide its servic es and  p rograms to the c hild  and  others w ithout fundamenta lly a ltering  the 
na ture of the servic es or w ithout undue burden.  Auxilia ry Aids w ill be c onsidered , if app rop ria te.  
 
YMCA sta ff needs to d isc uss w ith the pa rent exac tly wha t is needed  and  wha t lim ita tions the c hild  has so tha t we c an 
p roperly eva lua te these issues. If a  c hildÕs needs require signific ant ind ividua l a ttention by a  c ounselor, the YMCA may need  
to have add itiona l sta ff. This may or may not be possib le depend ing  on financ es and  ava ilab ility of add itiona l sta ff. 
Arrangements c an be made for pa rtia l week c amp  a ttendanc e and  a  p ro-ra ted  c amp  fee for pa rtic ipants w ith spec ia l 
needs.
