Behavior Management:
- Saff shallnever shame or humiliate a child. They willdeal with discipline away from the group
Camperswillnot be ridiculed or threatened
Hazing isnot allowed
They willneverdeny a child food, deep, orrest asa punishment
Children will not be isolated asa form of punishment
Saff will not use excessive physical exercise or corporal punishment

Late Pick Up Fees: The late pick up fee must be paid in CASH to the camp staff at the time of pick up. For more information,
please referto section on Late Pick UpsFees.

Sunscreen: Allcampersneed to pack sunscreen everyday. We strongly suggest spray on sunscreen seeing that it isthe
easiest for your child and along with the staff. Please label the sunscreen with yourcamper'sfirst and last name.

Peanut FFee Camp: Ourcampsare peanut free. Please refrain from packing your child a lunch orsnack that contains
peanuts. Thisisextremely important!

Camp Lincoln Swim Lessons (3-5 yr olds): Allcamperswillhave a morning swim lesson asstated in the camp brochure at
the time of registration. Allcampersare required to wear a swimming bubble that hasbeen approved by the state.

Camp Lincoln Snacks (3-5yrolds): Due to a large amount of allergiesand food restrictions, the Birmingham YMCA will no
longer provide snacksforthe Camp Lincoln participants. Parentsneed to pack a healthy morning snack and an afternoon
snack. The snack needsto be peanut free.

Examplesof a healthy snack: fruit, crackers, pretzels, granola bar, goldfish,....

Hand Washing for Campers and Saffin Camp Lincoln
All staff will wash their handsat the following times:
Wheneverthey are dirty
Before and after: eating, handling food, and giving medication
After: using the restroom, coming in contact with bodily fluids, wiping noses, mouthsand sores, and coming in from
outdoors.

Allcamperswillwash theirhandsat the following times:
Wheneverthey are dirty
Before and after eating, handling food
After using the restroom, coming in from outdoors, and wiping/blowing theirnose.

All staff and camperswillwash their handsusing the following steps:
Use soap and running water
Rub your handsvigorously
Wash all surfaces(including back of hands, wrists, between fingers, and under fingernails
Rinse well
Dry handswith a papertowel
Turn off water with using a papertowelinstead of bare hand

Cleaning/ Sanitizing EQuipment/ Toysin Camp Lincoln
Equipment that isfrequently used ortouched by camperson a daily basismust be cleaned and disinfected when soiled
and also cleaned once a week. In cleaning these items staff will use the following procedures.
- Submerge, wipe, or spray surface or the article with a sanitizing solution of 1 tablespoon of non-scented chlorine
bleach to 1 quart of water
Let sit for 2 minutes
Wipe surface or article with a papertowelorlet airdry

Saff willuse the below proceduresfor washing alltables, countertops, etc.:
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Wash the surface vigoroudy with waterand soap.

Rinse surface with clean water

Submerge, wipe, or spray surface or the article with a sanitizing solution of 1 tablespoon of non-scented chlorine
bleach to 1 quart water

Let sit for 2 minutes

Wipe surface with a papertowelorlet airdry

Saff will wear food gloves whenever handling food with the campers and while assisting the campers with spray on sun
block.
